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Bus Communication
Many parts of the car's electrical system communi-
cate using a bus. There are three types of bus com-
munication: P-bus (Powertrain Bus), I-bus (Instru-
ment Bus) and O-bus (Optical bus). The audio
system communicates via the O-bus together with
the navigation system, the telephone system and
others.
The O-bus is optical and is a ring bus. Two fibre
optical cables are connected to each control module
on the bus, one fibre optical cable for receiving and
one for sending. Messages received are converted
by each control module from a fibre optic signal to
electrical and then converted back to optical for
sending. The O-bus data transfer rate is 25 Mbit/s.

AMP1 is an amplifier behind the left-hand rear side
trim
AMP2 is an amplifier by the REC
CDC is a CD changer by the REC
DVD is a DVD player by the REC

When fitting new equipment to be connected to the
O-bus it is important that it is connected into the
correct side of the existing equipment.

It is very important that everything connected to
the O-bus is connected in a specific order, see
illustration, and that the ring is closed the whole
time.
Connection in any other way than that described
in these fitting instructions may result in several of
the car's systems failing to work.

122Fit the left-hand side trim, connect the luggage
compartment lighting and hook the strap on. Fit
the clips.

123Fit the side scuff plates if they were removed
earlier.

124Fit the front section of the luggage compartment
trim, the scuff plate and fit the carpet to the
luggage compartment floor.
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125US cars where the boot lid trim is removed:
Fit the emergency opening mechanism.

126If the boot lid trim is removed: Fit the trim on
the inside of the boot lid, fit the clips and fit the
closing handle.
US cars where the boot lid trim is removed:
Fit the emergency handle.

127If the boot lid trim has been removed: Close
the boot lid.

128Cars where a telematics unit was not fitted in
the centre of the torsion compartment: Fit the
A-pillar trim.

129Cars where a telematics unit was not fitted in
the centre of the torsion compartment: Fit the
scuff plate.
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130Remove the centre air vent in the dashboard by
carefully bending in the hooks accessible
through the grille.

131Remove the retaining screws for the infotain-
ment control panel.

132Remove the control panel and remove the
connector.

Note
Take care to bend the correct hooks. Hooks hold-
ing together the air outlet are also visible behind
the grille.

WARNING
The visible red light is a class 1 laser. Do not look
directly into the optical fibre or the control module
connector when in close proximity to them. The
eyes can be damaged if the distance between the
light source and the eyes is less than 20 mm.
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133Connect the connector to the kit's control panel.
134Fit the control panel.
135Position and fit the air vent.
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136Connect the battery negative cable.
137Fold down the soft top completely, but allow the

soft top cover to remain open.
138Check that the damp protection is intact and

replace if necessary. Fit the control module in
the side trim.

139Connect the speaker connector, fit the side trim
and press it down. Check that the rubber protec-
tors are in place.

140Fit the screws which hold the side trim, fold the
inner lip on the door opening seal over the front
edge of the side trim and lift the bracket on the
soft top cover seal over the side trim.

141Fit the speaker grille.
142Fit the bass speakers or the covers.
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143Guide the rear seat belts into the belt guides and
fit the guides in the back rest cushion by pressing
them in.

144Fit the back rest cushion from above and press
it down securely.

145Fit the two screws for the back rest cushion
upper mounting.

146Fit the screws for the seat belts' lower mounting.
Tightening torque 45 Nm (33 lbf ft)

147Fit the rear head restraints in the sleeves.
148Fit the seat cushion and fit the screws in the seat

cushion front edge.
149Raise the soft top completely.
150Adjust the time and date.
151Synchronise remote control code by inserting

the key into the ignition.

152Activate window lift pinch protection function by
operating the side windows up and down twice.
An audible confirmation will sound when activa-
tion is complete.

153Cars where the left-hand front seat is electri-
cally adjustable: Reset the position of the seat
if it has been changed.

154Connect the diagnostic tool, select car and
model year, select “All”, select “Add/Remove”,
select the accessory and then “Add”.

155Place the map disc in the DVD player, check the
system by test driving the car until the naviga-
tion system makes contact with the satellites.
The map should display on the screen.

Important
Repeat this procedure with all keys. Otherwise,
the remote controls will not function.
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Note
The diagnostic tool will on some occasions need
to retrieve a security code in TIS. Information on
what to do will be displayed on the diagnostic tool
display.
